| am delighted to share some exciting news about music provision at both Bonneygrove and Millbrook. After three years of
requesting, we are finally able to offer a full music curriculum delivered by Hertfordshire Music Service, alongside
additional support from the Music Department at Haileybury Turnford.

This is a significant step forward for our schools and one about which | am excited. For the first time, children will now have
the opportunity to learn and play musical instruments, including violins, recorders and percussion instruments.

Research consistently shows that learning a musical instrument brings wide-ranging benefits. These include:
e Cognitive development: strengthening memory, problem-solving, and attention.
e  Social and emotional growth: encouraging discipline, teamwork, self-expression, and reducing stress.
e  Practical skills: supporting fine motor skill development through playing instruments.

Thanks to careful financial planning, the cost of the Hertfordshire Music Service has been covered within our school
budgets, meaning all tuition is fully paid for by the schools.
